He continued to explain that the Conservation Board has not used any Local Option 
monies for two years or so and that this building is not simply utilized by the Conservation Department but also by Emergency 
Management which stores and dispenses sand bags and cleanup kits from the facility.  However, now that the building will be entirely 
funded by REAP dollars (non-local State Tax dollars), he will have to look into whether or not the building will be able to be used for 
non-park related purposes without being out of compliance with REAP guidelines. 
 
Supervisor Helmrichs said she was not aware that other departments were also utilizing the building.  Supervisor Skinner stated that 
with the recent lightning damage to the courthouse, the Board may have to look at spending some Local Option money to restore the 
tower.

Supervisor Skinner addressed those present in regards to the steeple repair.  Due to the fact that winter weather will soon be here, he 
feels that the repairs to the steeple, due to storm damage, should begin soon.  Per the Code of Iowa, Garner Architects, Strawberry 
Point, Iowa, have been retained to help with any issues during this repair process.  Since the building is also on the National Register 
of Historic Places, the Board needs to be careful as to what materials are being used for the repair so as not to jeopardize any future 
grant money. 
 
Supervisor Skinner continued to explain the bidding process through the insurance company and the need to go outside the 
community to find companies willing to actually bid and complete the project.  A local company was contacted initially.  However, due 
to the elevation and extent of the damage, said company was not able to do the job.  They did give us a lead as to a company from 
Galena that specializes in this kind of work; Renaissance Restoration, Inc.  Thus, the Board asked Renaissance Restoration, Inc. to give 
a bid for the repair work.  Our insurance company solicited a bid from a company out of Ohio and another similar company from Ohio, 
doing work in the area, also submitted a bid.  Due to the emergency nature of the repairs, the fact that insurance will be covering the 
majority of the cost of said repairs, and the limited companies able to complete the work, the normal bidding process did not have to 
be followed.   
 
Since a big portion of the cost of this project is the erection of scaffolding due to the high elevation, Supervisor Skinner feels that the 
Board should complete all maintenance needed to the tower while the scaffolding is in place.  Even though these repairs were not 
budgeted for this fiscal year, the amount of money it will save the County in the long run will be well worth it.   
 
The actual storm damage is estimated at $213,050 including scaffolding.  Repairs and maintenance the Board is looking into 
completing at the same time are reinforcement and repair of the bell structure ($12,300), installation of new drainage to secondary 
floor ($7,690), and seam repair, downspouts, copper finial and valley repair ($44,990).  The Board also received a quote to tuck point 
the entire tower from top to bottom in the amount of $163,000.  Most of the extra repairs and maintenance items will be taken out of 
the local option funds for capital improvements. 
 
Supervisor Helmrichs suggested that the tuck pointing only be completed as far as the emergency scaffolding is located.  The 
remaining tuck pointing can be bid out through the normal bidding process since the requirements for bids will be different for this 
section since it is not an emergency repair. 
 
It was the opinion of all three Board members that the reactions they have gotten from the community are to repair the tower.  The 
courthouse tower has become a symbol for the Delaware County Community and should be preserved for future generations.

The Delaware County Board of Supervisors met in regular session this date at 1:15 pm with all members present.  Also present were 
Jeff Madlom, Mark Nahra, Jerry Ries, Norm Wellman, John LeClere, Dave Pierschbacher, Carla K. Becker and four (4) members of the 
media.  Shirley Helmrichs, Chairperson, called the meeting to order.   
 
This being the date and time set by publication in the two official newspapers of the county for a public hearing on entering into a loan 
to fund communications equipment, Chairperson Helmrichs opened the public hearing at 1:15 p.m.  Norm Wellman (County Services 
Director and E-911 Coordinator) addressed those present as to the history of communications in Delaware County and the need for 
entering into a loan agreement.  According to Mr. Wellman, the upgrading of Delaware County’s emergency communication equipment 
began in 2001.  The first phase was designed to replace all the outdated equipment.  The second phase was to improve 
communication across the county.  The quality of said communications had deteriorated due to the increased air space interference.  
The total project was estimated at a $1.4 million price tag. 
 
We are now in the final phase of the project and are running out of funding sources.  We have received several grants to date which 
have helped tremendously in funding this project.  In order to finish the system, the county will need $572,000.  Since emergency 
communications equipment has been changed to an essential county service by the Iowa legislature, we would like the County to enter 
into a loan in order to finish the project.   
 
John LeClere, County Sheriff, stated that he has been employed in County law enforcement for the past 24 years and does not 
remember anything being done in that time frame to improve the communications system in Delaware County.  He and his officers 
frequently come across dead spots in the county where they lose communication connection with dispatch.  The system the county is 
installing is a basic system which other counties have gone to several years ago.  He stated that he was definitely in favor of the Board 
entering into a loan agreement to fund this final stage. 
 
Dave Pierschbacher, firefighter with Greeley Fire Dept, stated, “As EMTs and firefighters we are no good if we don’t get the page:  and 
that happens more than I care to admit.” 
 
There being no further discussion, Chairperson Helmrichs closed the public hearing at 1:28 pm.

With the ISAC Fall School of Instruction being located in Coralville this year instead of Des Moines, the Board wanted to review its 
policy on overnight stays and meal reimbursements.  It was concluded that the current policy only provides for the reimbursement of 
employees for meals while on an overnight trip.  There are no other exceptions allowed for.  The Board also concluded that there was 
no distance requirement in order to qualify as an authorized over night stay. 
 
Motion made by Koeneke, second by Skinner and carried to approve the transfer of $94,023.41 from the Rural Services Fund into the 
Secondary Road Fund in accordance with the 2008-09 Budget.  All Ayes. 
 
Mark Munson, ECIA, addressed the Board in regards to future funding needs for the Regional Transit Authority.  Mr. Munson informed 
the Board that 20,717 rides were provided Delaware County residents in FY 2007-08 which accounted for 11% of all rides provided to 
the tri-county area (Delaware, Dubuque and Jackson Counties).  From FY07 to FY08, fuel costs increased by over $68,000 and 
maintenance/parts for the fleet increased over $78,000.  Currently, Delaware County has three light duty Buses with an average age of 
Six (6) years and 97,272 miles.  The federal recommended useful life is four (4) years and 100,000.  Two of the three buses are fairly 
new (2006 and 2004) however; the third bus is a 1996 with 186,642 miles.  RTA is recommending that Delaware County replace the 
oldest bus in its fleet during FY 2010.  RTA can utilize grant monies to help pay up to 83% of the $54,155 cost per bus.  RTA will, in 
the near future, be asking the County to provide the remaining $9,206.  Mr. Munson informed the Board that RTA does have $67,205 
in its capital asset replacement fund; however, using it to replace the needed buses would leave that fund precariously low. 
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Supervisor Skinner asked what RTA would do if they did not receive the local matches they were asking for.  According to Mr. Munson, 
RTA would still purchase all six (6) buses intended for replacement (1 Delaware Co, 4 Dubuque Co and 1 Jackson Co).  “We would not 
want to lose the $363,125 in grant monies” he explained. 
 
Supervisor Koeneke reiterated that RTA did, in fact, have the monies to purchase all six (6) buses.  However, it would leave the fund 
with only around $12,000. 
 
The Board thanked Mr. Munson for coming in and said they would explore their options during the FY 2010 Budget review process. 
 
Motion made by Koeneke, second by Skinner and carried to set December 8, 2008 at 1:15 pm as the date and time for the letting on 
the 150th Ave bridge replacement project.  All Ayes. 
 
Motion made by Skinner, second by Koeneke and carried to approve the pay raise for Mike Hageman from $15.45 per hour to $16.36 
per hour after satisfying the terms of his seniority period.  This is the second step raise for this employee.  Said increase will be 
effective November 19, 2008.  All Ayes. 
 
Motion made by Koeneke, second by Skinner and carried to table the consideration of the EWP agreements until the County Attorney 
and Insurance Agent can review them.  All Ayes. 
 
Motion made by Koeneke, second by Skinner and carried to approve the hiring of Lori Wessels as a part-time direct care staff for the 
Community Life program.  Start date will be November 14, 2008 at an hourly rate of $10.25 per hour.  All Ayes. 
 
Motion made by Skinner, second by Koeneke and carried to approve signing a snow removal contract with McDowell Truck and Auto 
Repair for the 2008-09 season setting a rate of $60.00 per hour for snow removal on the courthouse parking lot, the Community 
Services building at 601 Grant Street and the Community Services Parking lot on South 5th Street.  Said contract sets the amount of 
snow for services to be completed at two (2) inches.  All Ayes.

2. Effective within 24 to 48 hours before or after destruction, the following courts will be open for limited essential judicial 
business at the Manchester Public Library, 300 N Franklin St, Manchester, Iowa, and phone: (563) 927-3719. 

a. Criminal Court search warrants, arrest warrants, initial appearances and bond reviews. 
b. Domestic Relations Court Iowa Code Chapter 236 domestic abuse Temporary Protective Orders. 
c. Juvenile Court:  Iowa Code Chapter 232 Child in Need of Assistance removal matters and delinquency detention 

hearings. 
d. Mental Health and Substance Abuse Applications for Commitment under Iowa Code Chapters 229 and 125. 

3. All other legal matters shall be governed by the provisions of Iowa Code Section 4.1(34), referenced in Iowa Court Rule 1.801, 
as authorized by the Iowa Supreme Court. 

4. The Delaware County Sheriff shall provide security at Manchester Public Library or when court is in session. 
5. Manchester Public Library will supply room/s on campus for the Court system.  No fee will be charged for the use of the 

facility.  ICN will provide cabling to the building and Judicial Branch will supply the Court system with hardware equipment (i.e. 
computers, printers, fax machine, copier, office equipment, office supplies) and telephones.   

MOA will remain effective until terminated.  Either party may terminate upon a written notice without penalties or liabilities.

Mark Nahra addressed the Board, and all present, in regards to the Emergency Watershed Protection Program Agreements which 
had been tabled from the November 17, 2008 meeting.  Mr. Nahra explained that the County’s role as sponsor in the 
aforementioned agreements was assumed, by him, to be as a conduit for payment.  His original understanding was that there 
would be no additional liability on the County for any possible future loss.  After more careful review of said agreements, by himself 
and John Bernau, County Attorney, it was found that there could possibly be the potential for future liability on the County.  Thus, it 
is being recommended to the Board that Waivers of Liability be signed by all land owners who could be potentially affected by said 
project now or within ten years from now.  If said waiver is not received from all affected property owners, the project could be 
discontinued. 
 
The initial proposed agreement is for three projects; bank stabilization at Fountain Springs Park, bank stabilization on the Hardin 
property near Spring Branch, and levee repair at Quaker Mill Pond (Sunset Beach area).  All projects require a 25% local match.  
The only project where said match would not be covered by in-kind contributions or engineering costs could be the Hardin project.  
In such a case, the property owner would be billed for said remainder. 
 
All regular bidding protocol will need to be followed and a full set of signed and sealed plans developed for letting. 
 
Supervisor Helmrichs asked Mr. Nahra when the Maquoketa River Bank stabilization project, near the Marion Street Bridge in 
Manchester, would be ready for a signed agreement since one of the affected property owners, Dan Walderbach, was present.  Mr. 
Nahra responded that since the area in need of stabilization was located in a town with a population of over 500, that the City of 
Manchester would have jurisdiction over this project and that all questions should be directed to the City. 
 
Mark Nahra recommended approval of the following Emergency Watershed Protection Program Agreement pending the acquisition 
of all necessary liability waivers.  In regards to the Quaker Mill Project, this includes all property owners located directly downstream 
from the breech and directly upstream (Sunset Beach) from the breech:

WHEREAS, under the provisions of Public Law 81-516, Section 216, 33 U.S.C. 701b, Emergency Watershed Protection Program, and 
Public Law 95-334, Section 403 of Title IV of the Agriculture Credit Act of 1978, NRCS is authorized to assist the Sponsor in relieving 
hazards created by natural disasters that cause a sudden impairment of a watershed, and 
 
WHEREAS, NRCS and the Sponsors agree to implement emergency watershed protection measures to relieve hazards created by 
rainfall events of 2007 and 2008. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and of the several promises to be faithfully performed by the parties hereto as set 
forth, the Sponsor and NRCS do hereby agree as follows: 
 

A. It is agreed that the following described work is to be performed at an estimated total project cost of $135,105.00.   Any 
increase in cost must be approved by NRCS before expenses are incurred.  The final cost will be based on this estimate or the 
actual total project cost/construction cost, whichever is less.

B. The Sponsor will: 

 
1. Contract for implementation of the emergency watershed protection measures described in Section A and provides 

for their completion on or before the date specified in the Notice to Proceed letter.  The completion date is 
____________.  No work shall commence until the Notice to Proceed (NTP) letter is issued.  The Sponsor will 
provide NRCS a copy of each solicitation (Invitation for Bids, Request for Quotations, etc.) bid abstract, and awarded 
contract. 

2. Designate an individual to serve as liaison officer between the Sponsor and NRCS, listing his or her duties, 
responsibilities, and authorities.  Furnish this information in writing to NRCS with this signed agreement. 

3. Provide certification (complete and sign Property Assurances – Attachment A) that real property rights have been 
obtained for emergency watershed protection measures described in Section A. Certification shall be provided to 
NRCS prior to solicitation for installation of the emergency watershed protection measures. 

4. Provide In-Kind, non-cash and/or cash contributions.  The values of the in-kind, non-cash, or cash contribution shall 
be not less than 25 percent of the estimated total project cost/construction cost of implementing the emergency 
protection measures.  The Sponsor may provide in-kind and/or non-cash contributions that may be applied towards 
the sponsor’s share of the actual total project cost.  These contributions can include but are not limited to services 
such as labor, design, surveys, contract administration, inspections, debris removal and supplies such as materials, 
office space, equipment, and telephone lines.  The Sponsor’s administrative costs (such as attending meetings, 
obtaining land rights and permits, and reviewing documents and work progress) for carrying out their assigned 
responsibilities are not eligible as in-kind services   

  5. Hold a pre-design conference with NRCS, the Sponsor, and the Sponsor’s design engineer unless waived by NRCS.  
During the design conference the scope of repair work, repair approach and design parameters consistent with the 
site’s DSR will be discussed and documented.  If the scope of or approach to the repair requires modification the 
DSR will be amended to reflect required changes. 

  6. Prior to commencement of work and/or solicitation of bids, provide NRCS a copy of the preliminary design, 
specifications, and drawings in accordance with standard engineering principles and design parameters set forth in 
the pre-design conference.    

 7. Prepare the final design, specifications, and drawings in accordance with standard engineering principles and design 
parameters set forth in the pre-design conference.  One set of the final plans and specifications shall be submitted to 
NRCS prior to solicitation of bids and/or commencement of work.  The final implementation plans and specifications 
shall be signed and sealed as approved by the Sponsor’s Professional Engineer prior to submittal to NRCS.  The 
Sponsor’s Professional Engineer shall be registered in the State of Iowa.  

  8. Provide inspection during implementation of the emergency watershed protection measures. 
  9. Secure any required local, State, or Federal permits prior to implementation.  Sponsor will notify NRCS of 

environmental clearance, modification of specifications or plans, or any unresolved concerns as well as copies of all 
permits, licenses, and other documentation required by Federal, State, and local statutes and ordinances prior to 
award of the contract(s) for implementation of the emergency watershed protection measures. 

10. The Sponsor shall assume responsibility for operation and maintenance of the emergency watershed protection 
measures installed.  Operation and maintenance is required as follows: 
a)   For placement of riprap and stream debris removal measures (non-structural), the Sponsor will not allow storm 

debris/materials to be re-deposited into improved areas for a period of one year after completion of installation 
of the works of improvement.   

b)   For measures other than placement of riprap and stream debris removal (structural measures), the Sponsor will 
submit for NRCS approval a written Operation and Maintenance Plan prior to completion of the emergency 
watershed protection measure.  Upon completion of the work, the Sponsor shall assume responsibility for 
operation and maintenance of the works of improvement. 
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11. Ensure that all contracts for design and implementation services will be procured in accordance with procedures 
prescribed in the Code of Iowa and Federal regulations applicable to the Sponsor, including the provisions contained 
in Attachment B to this agreement. 

12. Accept all financial, responsibility for excess costs resulting from the Sponsor’s failure to obtain, or their delay in 
obtaining, adequate land and water rights, permits, and licenses needed for the work described in Section A of this 
agreement. 

13. Take reasonable and necessary actions to dispose of all contractual and administrative issues arising out of 
contract(s) awarded under this agreement to include, but not be limited to, disputes, claims, protests of award, 
source selection and evaluation and litigation that may result from the project, and bringing suit to collect from the 
contractor any monies due in connection with the contract.  Such actions will be at the expense of the sponsor 
including legal expenses.  All monies collected will be distributed to the parties in the same ratio as contributions are 
made 

14. Comply with the requirements of the provisions included in Attachment B to this agreement.  If applicable, 
completed the attached “Clean Air and Water Certification” and other required certifications as appropriate. 

15. The Sponsor will pay contractor as specified in their contracts and submit a request for reimbursement to NRCS on a 
signed form SF-270, Request for Advance or Reimbursement (Attachment C), accompanied by adequate 
documentation to support the amount requested for reimbursement (summary of labor, materials, equipment, etc.).  
Requests for reimbursements shall be no more often than every 30 days for the period this agreement is in force.  
Payments will be made by electronic transfer of funds (ETF); accordingly, it is the Sponsor’s responsibility to timely 
inform NRCS, in writing, of any changes in banking information. 

16. The Sponsor shall arrange for and conduct final inspection of the emergency watershed protection measures.  The 
NRCS Liaison, the Sponsor Liaison and the Sponsor’s design engineer shall participate in the final inspection.  A 
Professional Engineer, provided by the Sponsor and registered in the State of Iowa, shall certify that the project was 
installed in accordance with contractual requirements.   

17. The Sponsor will administer their actions under this agreement in accordance with 7 CFR 3015, 7 CFR 3016, OMB 
Circulars A-102, A-87, A-127, and other rules referenced in 7 CFR 3015. 

18. Retain all records dealing with the award and administration of contract(s) for 3 years from the date of the sponsor’s 
submission of the FINAL Request for Reimbursement or until final audit findings have been resolved, whichever is 
longer.  If any litigation is started before the expiration of the 3-year period, the records are to be retained until the 
litigation is resolved or the end of the 3-year period, whichever is longer.  Make such records available to the 
Comptroller General of the United States or his or her duly authorized representative and accredited representatives 
of the U.S. Department of Agriculture or cognizant audit agency for the purpose of making audit, examination, 
excerpts, and transcripts. 

19. Provide 100 percent of the costs of emergency watershed protection measures not eligible for federal cost share. 
20. Complete all work required under this agreement, including, but not limited to, implementation of the emergency 

watershed protection measures, final inspections, payment of all contractors, submission of as-builts and final 
quantities, etc. 

21. Comply with the nondiscrimination provisions of the Equal Opportunity Clause and the Notice to Contracting Local 
organizations of the Requirement for Certifications of Non-Segregated Facilities clause, Form NRCS-ADS-818, 
Attachment D hereto. 

22. Ensure that any special requirements for compliance with environmental and/or cultural resource laws are 
incorporated into the project. 

23. In order to assess the Sponsor’s capability to administer EWP funds, complete the Readiness Questionnaire 
(Attachment E) and return it with the signed agreement. 

24. Hold and save NRCS free from any and all claims or causes of action whatsoever resulting from the obligations 
undertaken by the Sponsor under this agreement or resulting from the work provided for in this agreement. 

C. NRCS will: 
 

1. Provide up to 75 percent (cash) of the total project cost/construction cost of the emergency watershed protection 
measures described in Section A.  This cost to NRCS will not exceed $101,328.00.  

2. Assist the Sponsor and Sponsor’s engineer in establishing the scope of and approach to repair work and design 
parameters as set forth in paragraph B5, B6, and B7.   NRCS will review the plans as identified in Section B of this 
agreement. 

3. Not be substantially involved with the technical or contractual administration of this agreement.  However, NRCS will 
periodically check progress and agreement compliance by the Sponsor; and will provide advice and counsel as 
needed. 

4. Audit the Sponsor’s records prior to final payment under the agreement. 
5. Upon satisfactory completion of the project and receipt of an acceptable form SF-270, Request for Advance or 

Reimbursement, with supporting documentation, approve the form SF-270 and make payment to the Sponsor 
covering NRCS’ share of the cost.   

6. The following individual is designated as the liaison between the Sponsor and NRCS.  The NRCS engineer assigned 
to the project will serve in this position.  The major duties, responsibilities and authorities of the liaison will be to 
review and approve specifications and drawings for DSR’s that include structural measures, assist in the final 
inspection of the contract, certify along with the Sponsor’s Professional Engineer that all work has been completed 
according to the specifications and drawings, review the SF-270 and supporting documents to NRCS for 
reimbursement to the Sponsor.

7. Upon notification of the completion of the emergency watershed protection measures, NRCS shall review the 
performance of the Sponsor to determine if it has met the requirements of this agreement and fund expenditures as 
agreed.   

D. It is mutually agreed that: 
1. This agreement shall become null and void 90 calendar days after the date NRCS has executed this agreement if a 

solicitation for bids has not been publicly advertised or a contract has not been awarded. 
2. This agreement shall be effective upon signature by NRCS. 
3. The completion date is __________, which will also be specified in the Notice to Proceed letter.  No work shall 

commence until the Notice To Proceed is issued. 
4. That the cash, non-cash, and in-kind contributions incurred by the Sponsor (paragraph B 4) will be equal to no less 

than 25 percent of the total project cost/construction cost. 
5. If an Amendment is requested, the Amendment will not be considered as awarded until such time as the Sponsor 

receives a copy of the Amendment signed by ALL parties. 
6. Adjustments to and between sites described in individual Damage Survey Reports (DSR’s) under the same Project 

Agreement are acceptable without an Amendment, in so far as the total estimated amount, set forth in paragraph A 
of this Agreement, is not exceeded. 
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7. Upon notification from the Sponsor of the completion of emergency watershed protection measures, NRCS shall 
promptly review the performance of the Sponsor to determine if the requirements of this agreement have been met.  

8. Payment under this agreement will be by electronic funds transfer (EFT) procedures in accordance with 31 CFR 208.  
EFT procedures will comply with USDA National Finance Center (NFC) requirements. 

9. The furnishing of financial and other assistance by NRCS is contingent on the availability of funds appropriated by 
Congress from which payment may be made and shall not obligate NRCS upon failure of the congress to appropriate 
funds. 

10. NRCS may terminate this agreement in whole or in part when it is determined by NRCS that the Sponsor’s have 
failed to comply with any of the conditions of this agreement.  The NRCS shall promptly notify the Sponsor in writing 
of the determination and reasons for the termination, together with the effective date.  Payments or recoveries 
made by NRCS under this termination shall be in accordance with the legal rights and liabilities of NRCS and the 
Sponsors. 

11. This agreement may be temporarily suspended by NRCS if it determines that corrective action by the Sponsor is 
needed to meet the provisions of this agreement.  Further, NRCS may suspend this agreement when it is evident 
that a termination is pending. 

12. Employees of NRCS shall participate in efforts under this agreement solely as representatives of NRCS.  To this end, 
they shall not participate as directors, officers, employees, or otherwise serve or hold themselves out as 
representatives of the Sponsor or any member of the Sponsor.  They also shall not assist the Sponsor, or any 
member of the Sponsor, with efforts to lobby Congress, or to raise money through fundraising efforts.  Further, 
NRCS employees shall report to their immediate supervisor any negotiations with the Sponsor, or any member of the 
Sponsor, concerning future employment and shall refrain from participation in efforts regarding such party until 
approved by the Agency. 

13. In the event of contractor default, any additional funds properly allocable as installation costs required to ensure 
completion of the project described in Section A. are to be contributed by the parties under the terms of this 
agreement.  Any excess costs including interest resulting from a judgment collected for the defaulting contractor, or 
his or her surety, will be prorated between the Sponsor and NRCS in the same ratio as the funds are contributed 
under the terms of the agreement. 

14. The program or activities conducted under this agreement will be in compliance with the nondiscrimination 
provisions contained in the Titles VI and VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended; the Civil Rights Restoration 
Act of 1987 (public Law 100-259); and other nondiscrimination statutes: namely, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation 
Act of 1973, Tide IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, and the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, and Americans 
with Disabilities Act of 1990.  They will also be in accordance with regulations of the Secretary of Agriculture (7 
CFR15, (15a and 15b)), which provide that no person in the United States shall on the basis of race, color, national 
origin, sex, religion, age, disability, sexual orientation, marital or family status, political beliefs, parental status, 
reprisal, and/or protected genetic information, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be 
otherwise subjected to discrimination under any program or activity receiving federal financial assistance from the 
United States Department of Agriculture or any agency thereof. 

15. No member of or delegate to Congress or Resident Commissioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this 
agreement, or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this 
agreement if made with a corporation for its general benefit. 

16. The contract for design services and implementation described in Section A will not be awarded to the Sponsor or to 
any firm in which any Sponsor official or any member of such official’s immediate family has direct or indirect 
interest in the pecuniary profits or contracts of such firms.

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I. GENERAL 
 

A. The Sponsor(s) will: 
  

1. Be responsible for operating and performing or having performed all needed maintenance of practices, as 
determined by either NRCS or the sponsor(s), without cost to NRCS. 

2. Obtain prior NRCS approval of all plans, designs, and specifications for maintenance work deviating from the 
Operation and Maintenance Plan and of plans and specifications for any alteration to the structural practice. 

3. Be responsible for the replacement of parts or portions of the practice(s) which have a physical life of less 
duration than the evaluated life of the practice(s). 

4. Prohibit the installation of any structure or facility that will interfere with the operation or maintenance of the 
practices. 

5. Notify NRCS of any agreement to be entered into with other parties for the operation and maintenance of all or 
any part of the project practice(s), and provide NRCS with a copy of the agreement after it has been signed by 
the Sponsor(s) and the other party. 

6. Comply with the PROPERTY MANAGEMENT STANDARDS set forth in 7 CFR 3015.160-175, and all applicable 
Federal, State and local laws. 

7. Provide NRCS personnel the right for free access to the project practice(s) at any reasonable time for the 
purposes of carrying out the terms of the agreement. 

8. Enforce a no construction policy in the breach inundation area below the structure. 
 

B. NRCS will: 
 

1. Upon request of the sponsor(s) and to the extent that its resources permit, provide consultative assistance in the 
operation and maintenance of practices. 

 
II. MAINTENANCE PLAN (O&M PLAN) 
 
 A. It is anticipated that the following items of maintenance, repair, or replacement will be needed during the effective life 

of the measure. 
 
 1. Vegetation 
  a. Reshape as necessary and either re-seed or re-sod, and fertilize areas of poor stand, including those 

areas damaged by erosion, freezing, or drought. 
  b. Fertilize vegetation as required to maintain a vigorous stand. 
  c. Mow grass at regular intervals to maintain optimum cover. 
  d. Spray or cut undesirable brush. 
 2. Structures 
  a. Remove and properly dispose of debris, which accumulates on the trash racks and pipe entrances. 
  b. Maintain diversions.  Reshape areas to eliminate depressions and rills caused by concentrated runoff. 
  c. Repair pipe structures and add rock and reshape and repair rock basins, and rock flumes as needed to 

keep functional. 
 
 B. The sponsors will be responsible for and promptly perform or have performed maintenance determined by either the 

sponsors or the NRCS to be needed. 
  
III. INSPECTIONS AND REPORTS 
 

A. NRCS or Federal land-administering agency may inspect the practices at any reasonable time during the period covered 
by this agreement.  At the discretion of the State Conservationist, NRCS personnel may assist the Sponsor(s) in 
inspections. 

 
B. The Sponsor and NRCS may make a joint inspection of the structural measure for the first three years following installation of 

the structure.  The site will be inspected by the sponsors at least annually after the initial three years and after 
unusually severe floods or the occurrence of any other unusual condition that might adversely affect the sites.  Annual 
and special inspections will include but will not be limited to any examination of the following items. 

 
 1. Excessive erosion and/or sedimentation. 

2. Conditions of planted vegetation and the deterioration of site conditions due to erosion and undesirable 
vegetation. 

 3. Condition of inlets, outlets, riprap, and other related structures. 
 
C. A written report will be made of each inspection.  If determined during the inspection that the items in Section B above 

could affect the functioning of the site, corrective action and repairs will be made immediately in order to reduce the 
possibility of further damage and/or failure.  A follow-up report will be provided when all corrective action has been 
accomplished. 

 
IV. TIME AND RESPONSIBILITY 

 
The Sponsor's responsibility for operation and maintenance begins when a practice is partially done or completed and accepted 
or is determined complete by NRCS.  This responsibility shall continue until the expiration of the evaluated life of all the installed 
project practices or 10 years whichever is the least.  This does not relieve the Sponsor’s liability which continues throughout the 
life of the measure or until the measure is modified to remove potential loss of life or property. 

 
V. RECORDS 

 
The Sponsor will maintain in a centralized location a record of all inspections and significant actions taken, cost of performance 
and completion date with respect to operation and maintenance.  NRCS may inspect these records at any reasonable time during 
the term of the agreement.

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Those who were on a single plan, or those who selected a change to a single plan on or after July 1, 2008 and before the effective date 
of this policy, will be entitled to $100.00 per month retroactive to that date or the date of change, whichever applies.  This lump sum 
payment will be paid into an ICMA-RHS employee’s account before January 30, 2009.   
 
If the employee changes status in employment (full-time to part-time) or the insurance policy changes from single coverage to another 
optional coverage (family, employee/children, employee/spouse), then the county will discontinue contributions to the health care 
savings plan.  The accumulated benefit dollars will remain in said health care savings account with ICMA-RHS until retirement or 
termination of employment with the County.  At such a time, the employee can access these benefit dollars for reimbursement of 
medical expenditures/premiums only.
